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Demestic violence * is a pattern of behavior used to establish power and control aver
another person through fear and intimidation. Domestic violence occurs within
intimate relationships, and abusers can be spouses, partners, boyfriends/girlfriends,
family members, or caregivers. Domestic violence can be physical, sexual,

emotional, economic, or psychological actions or threats of actions that influence
another person. Abusers use various tactics to achieve power and control, including
behaviors that intimidate, manipulate, humiliate, isolate, frighten, terrorize, coerce,
threaten, blame, hurt, injure, or wound someone. Legal definitions of domestic
violence and the protections available to victims vary from one jurisdiction to another.
